Dear Fellow Citizens, 

 

Road construction across Denton County has been ongoing for many 

months, and we are beginning to see great progress.  I-35 is beginning to 

take shape in our area, and Swisher Road is scheduled to be complete in the next 3 weeks, 

pending weather.  Updates regarding I-35 are regularly posted on our website to help you 

schedule the best times and alternative roads to drive.  

 

In Hickory Creek, the reconstruction of Main Street will begin within the next 3 weeks.  

Construction will begin at the Westlake Park entrance and move westward into Lake Dallas. 

Main Street will be down to one lane much of the time.  Alternative routing will take place 

through Lakewood Gardens and Royal Oaks to Hickory Hills.   

 

Road repairs will also take place throughout the town beginning in the next 2 weeks. These 

include repairs in Lakewood Gardens at the intersection of Lakewood & Hook, Chasewood & 

Hook, and curbing throughout the subdivision.  Multiple flumes will also be replaced.   

Repairs will also be made to Country Lane, Northfield, Deerpath, and Harbor Grove Park. 

Hickory Hills Boulevard through Royal Oaks will see construction begin in 3 months. 

Lakeview subdivision will see repairs on Barkley, Mead, Redbluff, and Shasta.  Sidewalks will 

be added around town hall pond and extended along Ronald Reagan Avenue.  The town will 

also begin the process of asphalt pavement preservation throughout the entire town.  

 

We appreciate your patience during this construction phase. Please be cognizant of speed 

while repairs are taking place. Workers will be present and safety is our top priority!  

Distracted drivers endanger their own lives and the lives of others.  Please remember, “Talk.

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Creating healthy habitat for fish 
 

                Picture your favorite fishing hole. Would you prefer clear blue water and 
fresh air or a lake covered in a thick layer of greenish-brown algae, festering under 
the sweltering summer sun and complete with a shimmering trail of engine oil and 
grease? There are a few steps residents can take at home and their yards to ensure 
that local lakes provide healthy habitat for fish and enjoyable fishing opportunities 
for years to come.  

1. Think like a fish. Fish, much like people, like to have clean water  to swim 
in. Any pollutant that lands on a sidewalk, driveway or road can eventually be 
washed away into a storm sewer or roadside ditch and wind up in our local lakes 
and rivers. Sweep up any spilled herbicide, pesticide, fertilizer or road salt from 
paved surfaces around your home, repair any engine leaks on your car and dispose 
of used engine oil properly at a drop-off facility. 

2. Give a breath of fresh air. When algae grows out of control on a lake due to 
excess phosphorus in the water, it creates a chain reaction that reduces the amount 
of overall oxygen in the water, resulting in fewer, smaller fish and sometimes even 
mass fish kills. Help reduce the amount of phosphorus that enters lakes by keeping 
grass clippings and other yard waste off of paved surfaces and using zero-
phosphorus dishwasher detergent. 
3. Save some shade. Fish require shady, vegetated habitats for  spawning. If 
you have shoreline property, leave at least half of it unmowed and under natural 
cover to create habitat for fish. Enjoy a view of the water without destroying its 
ability to support aquatic life.

   The Hickory Creek Police Department, in cooperation with the Denton County Sheriff’s      

Office and other agencies in Denton County, have created a website for the citizens of Denton 

County and the citizens of other participating cities to view what is happening in Denton County 

(p2c.dentoncounty.com). This site also provides residents the opportunity to better communicate 

with your local law enforcement agency.  The Hickory Creek Police Department welcomes the 

citizens of Hickory Creek to explore the site and see how the department can better serve you. 

  

   One of the features of this site allows you to view the calls for service that we are currently on 

or have completed and closed (CURRENT CAD CALLS and CLOSED CAD CALLS). Another 

feature the Police Department is utilizing is the SECURITY CHECK feature. This allows       

residents to request a vacation check of their property on-line. A vacation check is to be used 

when you need some assistance in keeping your home and property secure while traveling.     

Officers on every shift will come by and inspect your property for signs of criminal activity or 

an intruder and log the date and time of their checks.  The request will be entered directly into 

the police dispatch computer system, giving the field officer quick access to the information in 

the event of an emergency.  The citizen will receive an email advising them the Hickory Creek 

Police Department has received the request and the request will be completed.   

 

   Some features on the site are Denton County Sheriff’s Department specific and may not apply 

to Hickory Creek, i.e. crash reports.  For those features that do not apply, the information may 

be obtained directly through the Hickory Creek Police Department website.  The Hickory Creek 

Police Department has added links to both the vacation/security watch and the P2C site.  The 

Denton County Sheriff’s Office and the Hickory Creek Police Department encourage the        

citizens to visit the site and see how this new tool can benefit each of you! 
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Make sure you check the status of the parks before you go . You can see if they are 
open or closed by visiting our website at  hickorycreek-tx.gov
